Dear FAMILY of San Juan Bautista:

This time of the year, in the Catholic faith way of life, we
are filled with anticipation. Hopefully, it is not the anticipation
of drinking coffee again if that is what we gave up for Lent. |
did not give up coffee, | am just picking on coffee drinkers.
Nevertheless, our anticipation is the excitement for our solemn
worship during Holy Week of what our Savior did for us. What
He did for us out of LOVE.

This weekend is the last weekend where the Church has an
option for the readings. We are in cycle B of the Church’s three
-year cycle of readings, but the Church gives the option of the
Cycle A readings. The reason for this is that there are three
specific readings that we reflect on with those that are entering
the Church through Baptism, Confirmation and Holy
Communion at the Easter Vigil. During these three weeks,
week three, four and five of Lent we specifically reflect on the
Gospel readings. This Sunday we will reflect on the Raising of
Lazarus in the Gospel of John.

The Gospel of John 11: 1 — 45 has many reflection points
toit. Too many to cover in this short letter. The main storyline
being the actual Raising of Lazarus from the dead as Lazarus
came out of the tomb as Jesus called out, “Lazarus come out”.
Out of Love Jesus responded to Mary and Martha's message.
The message they sent to Jesus was “Master, the one you love
isill.” The message was not, “Jesus you must come, Lazarus is
ill”. The sisters understood that out of Love for them he would
respond though Jesus did not respond how they thought He
would. See, we always seem to have our expectations and
solutions but Jesus responded in His time for the Glory of God.

Jesus was Divine and human on earth. In His Divinity He
raised Lazarus, in His humanity he was perturbed, deeply
troubled, and wept. There is a prayer the Deacon or Priest says
when pouring the wine and water into the chalice at Mass. “By
the mystery of this water and wine may we come to sharein the
divinity of Christ who humbled himself to share in our
humanity.” The raising of Lazarus helps us see coming to life
through the divinity of Christ. Just like we say to those to be
baptized. “ Are you ready to dieto sin and live in Christ”?

Jesus out of LOVE responded to Mary and Martha's
message. Thisis the same LOVE in which He humbled himself
to share in our humanity so that we may have everlasting life.
He sacrificed Himself on the Cross for each and every one of us
out of Love. As we continue into these last weeks of Lent may
we show our Love for our Savior in the celebrations during
Holy Week and beyond.

“1 am the resurrection and the life, says the Lord; whoever
believesin me, even if he dies, will never die.” Jn 11, 25. 26
