jPaz a través de la Divina Misericordia!

Querida Familia y Amigos de San Juan Bautista,

En el evangelio de Juan, las palabras finales del Sefior Jesis en la cruz fueron “todo esta
consumido”; sus primeras palabras después de su resurreccion a los reunidos en el cuarto superior
fueron “La paz esté con ustedes”. L.o que Cristo cumplié en la cruz estd intimamente conectado con su
don de paz a los asustados discipulos.

El Misterio Pascual de Cristo reconcilia a la humanidad con el Padre, y el primer fruto de esa
reconciliacién es la PAZ. Ahora los discipulos se reconciliaron con el Padre, entre si y consigo mismos.
Una vez que nos reconciliamos con Dios, la PAZ es el fruto de esta Nueva Vida en el Sefior. Esto eslo que
significa proclamar: “Cordero de Dios, que quitas el pecado del mundo, ten piedad de nosotros."
Hechos hijos e hijas por la asombrosa gracia y misericordia que fluye de Cristo, ahora verdaderamente
podemos llamar a Dios nuestro Padre y vivir en una relacidn filial con él y en relacion intencional con
Jesus como nuestro SENOR.

Esto es lo que proclama el Domingo de la Divina Misericordia, el Segundo Domingo de Pascua. El
Sefior le reveld a la hermana Faustina en 1931: “Que el alma débil y pecaminosa no tenga miedo de
acercarse a Mi, ya que aunque tuviera mds pecados que grano de arena en el mundo, todos se
ahogaran en las profundidades inconmensurables de Mi Misericordia”. En la hermosa Novena a la
Divina Misericordia que comenzo6 el Viernes Santo, el Sefior destaca nueve grupos diferentes de
personas a las que desea estar inmerso “en el océano de Mi misericordia”.

Divine Mercy Sunday April 19, 2020

Peace thru Divine Mercy!

Dear People and Friends of San Juan Bautista,

In John’s gospel, the Lord Jesus’ final words on the cross
were “It is finished;” his first words after his resurrection to
those gathered in the upper room were “Peace be with you.”
What Christ completed on the cross is intimately connected to
his gift of peace to the frightened disciples.

Christ’s Paschal Mystery reconciles humanity to the Father,
and the first fruit of that reconciliation is PEACE. Now the
disciples were reconciled with the Father, with each other, and
with themselves. Once we are reconciled with God, PEACE is the
fruit of this New Life in the Lord. This is what it means to
proclaim, “Lamb of God, you take away the sins of the world,
have mercy on us.” Made sons and daughters by the amazing
grace and mercy flowing from Christ’s side, we can now truly call
God our Father and live in filial relationship with Him and in
intentional relationship with Jesus as our LORD.

This is what Divine Mercy Sunday, the Second Sunday of Easter, proclaims. The Lord revealed to
Sister Faustina in 1931: “Let no soul fear to draw near to Me, even though its sins be as scarlet. My
mercy is so great that no mind, be it of man or of angel, will be able to fathom it throughout all
eternity.” In the beautiful Novena to Divine Mercy that began on Good Friday, the Lord highlights nine
different groups of people whom he wishes to be immersed “in the ocean of My mercy.”

Day 1 - All Mankind, especially All Sinners

Day 2 - The Souls of Priests and Religious

Day 3 - All Devout and Faithful Souls

Day 4 - Those Who Do Not Believe in God and Those Who Do Not Yet Know Me
Day 5 - The Souls of Those Who Have Separated Themselves from My Church
Day 6 - The Meek and Humble Souls and the Souls of Little Children

Day 7 - The Souls Who Especially Venerate and Glorify My Mercy

Day 8 -The Souls Who Are Detained in Purgatory

Day 9 -Souls Who Have Become Lukewarm

What a beautiful and powerful image of the vastness of the Lord’s mercy for us, especially given that
this ocean flowed from his pierced side.

Primera Lectura Hechos 2, 42-47

Dicho
esto, les mostré las manos y € costado. Cuando los
discipulos vieron a Sefior, sellenaron de alegria.

De nuevo les dijo Jesls. “La paz esté con ustedes.
Como el Padre me ha enviado, asi también los envio yo”.
Después de decir esto, soplé sobre elos y les dijo:
“Reciban el Espiritu Santo. A los que les perdonen los
pecados, les quedaran perdonados; y a los que no se los
perdonen, les quedaran sin perdonar”.

Tomas, uno de los Doce, a quien [lamaban el Gemelo,
no estaba con dlos cuando vino Jesls, y los otros
discipulos le decian: “Hemos visto a Sefior”. Pero é les
contestd: “Si no veo en sus manos la sefial de los clavos 'y
si no meto mi dedo en los agujeros de los clavos y no meto
mi mano en su costado, no creeré”.

Ocho dias después, estaban reunidos los discipulos a
puerta cerrada y Tomas estaba con ellos. Jesls se presentd
de nuevo en medio de ellos y les dijo: “La paz esté con

ustedes’. Luego le dijo a
Tomés. “Aqui estdn mis manos;
acerca tu dedo. Trae aca tu
mano, métela en mi costado y
no sigas dudando, sino cree’.
Tomés le respondio: “jSefior
mio y Dios mio!” Jesus afadio:
“TU crees porgue me has Visto;
dichosos los que creen sin
haber visto”.

Otros muchos signos hizo
Jeslis en presencia de sus
discipulos, pero no estan
escritos en este libro. Se
escribieron éstos para que
ustedes crean que Jesus es €
Mesias, el Hijo de Dios, y para
gue, creyendo, tengan vida en
su nombre.

READINGS FOR DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY — APRIL 19, 2020

First Reading Acts 2, 42-47

They devoted themselves to the teaching of the
apostles and to the communal life, to the breaking of bread
and to the prayers. Awe came upon everyone, and many
wonders and signs were done through the apostles. All
who believed were together and had all things in common;
they would sell their property and possessions and divide
them among all according to each on€’ s need.

Every day they devoted themselves to meeting
together in the temple area and to breaking bread in their
homes. They ate their meals with exultation and sincerity
of heart, praising God and enjoying favor with all the
people. And every day the Lord added to their number
those who were being saved.

SPIRITUAL COMMUNION

What is Spiritual Communion?

For those who are unable to receive the Body and Blood of Jesus in Holy Communion, making a conscious desire that Jesus
come spiritually into your soul is called a spiritual communion. Spiritual Communion can be made through an act of faith and love
throughout one’s day and it is highly commended to us by the Church. According to the Catechism of the Council of Trent, the
faithful who “receive the Eucharist in spirit” are “those who, inflamed with alively faith that worksin charity, partake in wish and
desire of the celestial Bread offered to them, receive fromit, if not the entire, at |east very great benefits.” (cf. Fr. John Hardon, SJ,
Modern Catholic Dictionary™)

How do | make an act of Spiritual Communion?

Like the acts of contrition, faith, hope, or love, there are traditional prayers already composed. However, sometimes we do
not have the prayer memorized. In those cases, using your own words to make a profession of faith in the True Presence of Jesus
Christ, Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity, in the Most Blessed Sacrament while expressing your desirein receiving Him is
sufficient.

Can you recommend a traditional Act of Spiritual Communion?
This Act was composed by Saint Alphonsus de Liguori:

My Jesus,
| believethat You are present in the M ost Holy Sacrament.

| love You above all things, and | desireto receive You into my soul.
Since |l cannot at this moment receive You sacramentally, come at least spiritually into my heart.

| embrace You asif You werealready there and unite myself wholly to You. Never permit
meto be separated from You. Amen.
