“Encontrando al Sefior Resucitado”

Querida Familia y Amigos de San Juan Bautista,

i Cristo ha resucitado, En verdad El ha Resucitado! Hasta el mes pasado, cada ocho
dias—en el Dia del Sefior, nos reuniamos para ser renovados en el misterio Pascual y la
victoria de Cristo sobre el pecado y la muerte. Tan fundamental para nuestras vidas es el
misterio Pascual que el Sefior comienza cada semana para nosotros, el primer dia de la
semana, Domingo. Es mejor pensar en la Pascua como un “Gran Domingo”, que se extiende por 50 dias, que
en un domingo como una “pequefia Pascua”. Imaginemos el impacto de elevar la prominencia y la
reverencia del domingo en nuestras vidas para transformar a nuestras familias, a la Iglesia y a nuestro
mundo. ;Como se siente el domingo de Pascua, en comparacion a un domingo de Julio?

Una de las razones por la que cada Domingo es tan importante es que nos ofrece nuestro Encuentro
con el Serior en la Fraccion del Pan. Como los dos discipulos cuyos ojos se abrieron para reconocer al
Sefior Resucitado en medio de ellos al Compartir el Pan, también nosotros encontramos al Sefior de esta
manera:

Entonces se les abrieron los ojos y lo reconocieron, pero él se les desaparecid. Y ellos se decian el uno
a otro,”iCon razén nuestro corazén ardia, mientras nos hablaba por el camino y nos explicaba las
Escrituras!” Se levantaron inmediatamente y regresaron a Jerusalén. Entonces ellos contaron lo que les
habia pasado por el camino y cémo lo habian reconocido al partir el pan. (Lucas 24: 31-35)

San Lucas claramente quiere que nosotros reconozcamos como podemos experimentar también al
Sefior Resucitado aiin ahora, después de dos mil afios.

Los ojos de los dos discipulos se abrieron cuando el Sefior partio el pan y lo dio a ellos. A partir de ese
momento sus corazones ardian dentro de ellos, pero sus ojos no eran capaces de reconocerlo. La fraccion
del pan fue la clave. Esta también es la LLAVE para nosotros, puesto que la frase Fraccién del Pan, no es
solamente la descripcidén de una accion, sino que fue la primera expresién que se usé para la Sagrada
Eucaristia. Los Hechos de los Apdstoles utiliza este término para describir la Sagrada Eucaristia como
accién central de la primera comunidad Cristiana.

Dos mil aflos mas tarde, no son menos que para los dos discipulos, cuando participamos en la
Fraccion del Pan experimentamos al Verdadero y Real Sefior Resucitado en medio de nosotros. Por
esta razodn la Iglesia nos exhorta continuamente a cultivar una profunda reverencia por la Santa Eucaristia y
asistir a Misa tantas veces como sea posible, 0 al menos cada Domingo, que es el Dia del Sefior. Por
consiguiente, ahora estan sintiendo este vacio enorme, ya que aunque muchos de ustedes participan en la
Misa por vias-electrénicas, reconocemos y experimentamos la diferencia de no estar en una comunién
sacramental mas cerca con el Sefior. jQue nuestra ferviente oracién sea que cada persona durante esta
orden de “Quedarse en Casa” tenga sus corazones ardiendo dentro de ellos para recibir al Sefior de nuevo
en la Santa Comunién — PRONTO — y cuando tengamos esa oportunidad la valoremos mas que nunca
antes!

Third Sunday of Easter April 26, 2020
“*Encountering the Risen Lord”

Dear People and Friends of San Juan Bautista,

Christ is Risen; Truly He is Risen! Until last
month, every eight days—on the Day of the Lord—
we gathered to be renewed in the Paschal mystery
and Christ’s victory over sin and death. So central to
our lives is the Paschal mystery that the Lord begins
each week for us, the first day of the week, Sunday.
Better to think of Easter as a ‘Great Sunday,’ that lasts
for 50 days, than Sunday as a ‘little Easter.” Imagine
the impact of elevating the prominence and our
reverence for Sunday in our lives in transforming our
families, the Church and our world. How does Easter
Sunday feel in comparison to a Sunday in July?

One reason each Sunday is so important is that
it offers us our Encounter with the Lord in the
Breaking ofBread. Like the two diSCipleS whose Le Repas d'Emmats - Public Domain, photo credit: Caroline Léna Becker
eyes were opened to recognize the Risen Lord in
their midst in the Breaking of Bread, we too encounter the Lord in this way:

With that their eyes were opened and they recognized him, but he vanished from their
sight. Then they said to each other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while he spoke to
us on the way and opened the Scriptures to us?” So they set out at once and returned to
Jerusalem ... Then the two recounted what had taken place on the way and how he was made
known to them in the breaking of bread. (Luke 24: 31-35)

Saint Luke clearly wants us to recognize how we also can experience the Risen Lord even now,
two thousand years later.

The two disciples’ eyes were opened when the Lord broke the bread and gave it to them. Up to
that point their hearts burned within them, but their eyes were prevented from recognizing Him. The
breaking of bread was the key. It is also the KEY for us, for this phrase, the Breaking of Bread, is not a
description merely of an action, but is the first term used for the Holy Eucharist. The Acts of the Apostles
uses this term to describe the Holy Eucharist as a central action of the early Christian community.

Two thousand years later, no less than for those two disciples, when we participate in the
Breaking of Bread, we experience the True and Real Risen Lord in our midst. For this reason the
Church constantly exhorts us to cultivate a profound reverence for the Holy Eucharist and to attend
Mass as often as we can, but at least every Sunday, which is the Day of the Lord. Consequently, now you
are feeling this tremendous void, for although many of you are participating in the Mass via live-
steaming, we recognize and experience the difference of not being in closer sacramental communion
with the Lord. May our fervent prayer be that each person during this 'Sheltering-in-Place’ may have
their hearts burn within them to receive the Lord again in Holy Communion—SOON—and when you
receive that opportunity again will value like never before!

LECTURAS DEL TERCER DOMINGO DE PASCUA — 26 DE ABRIL DEL 2020

Hechos 2, 14. 22-23

El dia de Pentecostés, se presentd Pedro, junto con los Once,
ante la multitud, y levantando la voz, dijo: “lsradlitas,
esclichenme.

READINGS FOR THE THIRD SUNDAY OF EASTER — APRIL 26, 2020

First Reading Acts 2, 14. 22-33

Then Peter stood up with the Eleven, raised his voice, and
proclaimed: “You who are Jews, indeed all of you staying in
Jerusalem. Let this be known to you, and listen to my words.
Y ou who are Israglites, hear these words. Jesus the Nazarene was
a man commended to you by God with mighty deeds, wonders,
and signs, which God worked through him in your midst, as you
yourselves know. This man, delivered up by the set plan and
foreknowledge of God, you killed, using lawless men to crucify
him.

But God raised him up, releasing him from the throes of
death, because it was impossible for him to be held by it. For
David says of him: | saw the Lord ever before me, with him at
my right hand | shall not be disturbed. Therefore my heart has
been glad and my tongue has exulted; my flesh, too, will dwell in
hope, because you will not abandon my soul to the netherworld,
nor will you suffer your holy one to see corruption. You have
made known to me the paths of life; you will fill me with joy in
your presence.

“My brothers, one can confidently say to you about the
patriarch David that he died and was buried, and his tomb is in
our midst to this day. But since he was a prophet and knew that
God had sworn an oath to him that he would set one of his
descendants upon his throne, he foresaw and spoke of the
resurrection of the Christ, that neither was he abandoned to the
netherworld nor did his flesh see corruption.

God raised this Jesus; of this we are all witnesses. Exalted at
the right hand of God, he received the promise of the Holy Spirit
from the Father and poured him forth, as you see and hear.”

They said to him, “The things that
happened to Jesus the Nazarene, who was a prophet mighty in
deed and word before God and all the people, how our chief
priests and rulers both handed him over to a sentence of death
and crucified him. But we were hoping that he would be the one
to redeem Israel; and besides all this, it is now the third day since
this took place. Some women from our group, however, have
astounded us: they were at the tomb early in the morning and did
not find his body; they came back and reported that they had
indeed seen a vision of angels who announced that he was alive.
Then some of those with us went to the tomb and found things
just as the women had described, but him they did not see.”

And he said to them, “Oh, how foolish you are! How sow
of heart to believe al that the prophets spoke! Was it not
necessary that the Christ should suffer these things and enter into
his glory?’ Then beginning with Moses and all the prophets,
he interpreted to them what referred to himin all the Scriptures.

As they approached the village to which they were going, he
gave the impression that he was going on farther. But they urged
him, “Stay with us, for it is nearly evening and the day is aimost
over.” So he went in to stay with them. And it happened that,
while he was with them at table, he took bread, said the blessing,
broke it, and gave it to them. With that their eyes were opened
and they recognized him, but he vanished from their sight. Then
they said to each other, “Were not our hearts burning within us

while he spoke to us on
the way and opened the
Scripturesto us?’

So they set out at
once and returned to
Jerusalem where they
found gathered together
the eleven and those with
them who were saying,
“The Lord has truly been
raised and has appeared
to Simon!” Then the two
recounted what had taken
place on the way and how
he was made known to
them in the breaking of
bread.

SPIRITUAL COMMUNION

What is Spiritual Communion?

For those who are unable to receive the Body and Blood of Jesus in Holy Communion, making a conscious desire that Jesus
come spiritually into your soul is called a spiritual communion. Spiritual Communion can be made through an act of faith and love
throughout one’s day and it is highly commended to us by the Church. According to the Catechism of the Council of Trent, the
faithful who “receive the Eucharist in spirit” are “those who, inflamed with alively faith that worksin charity, partake in wish and
desire of the celestial Bread offered to them, receive fromit, if not the entire, at |east very great benefits.” (cf. Fr. John Hardon, SJ,
Modern Catholic Dictionary™)

How do | make an act of Spiritual Communion?

Like the acts of contrition, faith, hope, or love, there are traditional prayers already composed. However, sometimes we do
not have the prayer memorized. In those cases, using your own words to make a profession of faith in the True Presence of Jesus
Christ, Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity, in the Most Blessed Sacrament while expressing your desirein receiving Him is
sufficient.

Can you recommend a traditional Act of Spiritual Communion?
This Act was composed by Saint Alphonsus de Liguori:

My Jesus,
| believethat You are present in the M ost Holy Sacrament.

| love You above all things, and | desireto receive You into my soul.
Since |l cannot at this moment receive You sacramentally, come at least spiritually into my heart.

| embrace You asif You werealready there and unite myself wholly to You. Never permit
meto be separated from You. Amen.
