“La Voz dd Pastor”

Querida Familia y Amigos de San Juan Bautista,

El Sefior Jesus dice de si mismo: “Yo soy el buen pastor. Un
buen pastor da la vida por sus ovejas.” “Yo soy el buen pastor,
conozco a mis ovejas y ellas me conocen a mi.” Como el Buen
Pastor, el Sefior Jesus nos recuerda dos aspectos muy importantes
de la vida cristiana—que El muri6 para salvarnos y que
pertenecemos a él. El haber muerto para salvarnos, no fue
accidental, ni circunstancial. Jesdis dice, /yo doy mi vida para
tomarla de nuevo. Nadie me la quita, sino que yo mismo la entrego.”
Esta accidn deliberada del Buen Pastor es para salvar sus ovejas—
0 sea, nosotros.

(Por qué hace esto el Buen Pastor? Su inmenso amor es la razén. El Buen Pastor nos salva a
nosotros, sus ovejas, porque pertenecemos a €l, y se preocupa por nuestro bienestar. Observe la
intimidad y el conocimiento personal entre el buen pastor y las ovejas: - “Yo conozco a mis ovejas y ellas
me conocen a mi.” Esta relacién personal comienza con el amor de Dios, toma la forma en la alianza
nuevay eterna, pero requiere de nuestra respuesta. Si no respondemos a este Amor, y a su alianza
nueva y eterna, no podremos reconocer Su voz: El Sefior hace hincapié en que este amor es personal:

“las ovejas escuchan Su voz cuando El las llama por su nombre a cada una y las guia. Cuando El va
guiado todas sus ovejas, camina delante de ellas, y ellas lo siguen porque conocen su voz.”

Al llamarnos por nuestro nombre indica que la relacién que el Sefor nos ofrece es muy personal,
porque nos conoce bien. El no s6lo conoce nuestras debilidades y pecados, sino también nuestra bondad
y eficacia.

Aceptando la invitacién del Sefior Resucitado como nuestro Buen Pastor, entonces, debemos darle
nuestra respuesta, una respuesta que exige que reconozcamos Su voz y que lo sigamos. El Sefor
Resucitado nos ha dado dos maravillosos regalos para ayudarnos a reconocer Su voz y responder a su
Alianza - el Espiritu Santo y la Iglesia. Aunque todos estamos siendo impactados y obstaculizados por la
actual crisis del coronavirus, no hemos perdido el Espiritu Santo, ni la Iglesia de Cristo como ayuda para
responder al buen Pastor. Mi ferviente oracién es que cada uno de ustedes tome el tiempo y el espacio
durante esta orden ‘de quedarse en casa’ de escuchar cada dia la voz del Buen Pastor, confiando cada vez
mas en los dones del Espiritu Santo y de la Iglesia.

De hecho, sabemos que a través del Espiritu Santo y de la Iglesia, el Buen Pastor se hace presente
en la Ruptura del Pan, la Eucaristia, para que nuestros corazones ardan en nosotros por amor a él. En
esta misma Eucaristia nos encontramos con nuestro Buen Pastor, que nos da la vida para que podamos
tenerla mas abundantemente. Mientras esperamos nuestro regreso a asistir a la Santa Misa, confiemos
cada vez mas en nuestra comunioén con el Espiritu Santo, en la comunion de los santos y en nuestra
comunioén entre nosotros hasta que podamos experimentar de nuevo al Sefior en el precioso don de la
Eucaristia—nuestra Santa Comunién, su Cuerpo, Sangre, Alma y Divinidad. Por favor, iinase a nosotros
diariamente para la transmision en vivo de la Misa y las otras devociones en FACEBOOK.

Fourth Sunday of Easter May 03, 2020
“ The Voice of the Shepherd”

Dear People and Friends of San Juan Bautista,

The Lord Jesus says of himself, “I am the good
shepherd. A good shepherd lays down his life for the
sheep. .. I am the good shepherd, and I know mine and
mine know me.” As the Good Shepherd, the Lord Jesus
reminds us of two very important aspects of Christian
life—that He died to save us and that we belong to him.
This dying to save us was not accidental, nor
circumstantial. Jesus says, “I lay down my life in order to
take it up again. No one takes it from me, but I lay it down
on my own.” This deliberate action by the Good Shepherd
is to save the sheep—us.

Why does the Good Shepherd do this? His immense love is the reason. The Good Shepherd saves
us, his sheep, because we belong to Him, and he cares about our well-being. Notice the intimacy and
personal knowledge between the Good Shepherd and the sheep—“I know mine and mine know me.
This personal relationship originates with God’s love, takes form in the new and eternal covenant, but
requires our response. If we do not respond to this Love, to his new and eternal covenant, how can we
recognize His voice? The Lord emphasizes that this love is personal:

“the sheep hear his voice, as he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he has

driven out all his own, he walks ahead of them, and the sheep follow him, because they recognize
his voice.”

Calling us by name indicates that the relationship the Lord offers us is very personal, for the Lord
knows us thoroughly. He not only knows our weaknesses and sins, but also our goodness and potential.

Accepting the Risen Lord’s invitation as our Good Shepherd, then, requires our response to Him, a
response which necessitates recognizing His voice and following Him. The Risen Lord has given us two
awesome gifts to help us recognize his voice and respond to his covenant—the Holy Spirit and the
Church. Although we are all being impacted and hampered by the current coronavirus crisis, we
have not lost the Holy Spirit, nor Christ’s Church as aids in responding to the Good Shepherd. My
fervent prayer is that each of you will afford yourself the time and space during this 'shelter-in-place’ to
harken more attentively to the voice of your Good Shepherd each day by relying more and more on the
gifts of the Holy Spirit and the Church.

In fact, we know that through the Holy Spirit and the Church, the Good Shepherd makes himself
present to us in the Breaking of Bread, the Eucharist, so that our hearts might burn within us for love of
him. In this same Eucharist, we encounter our Good Shepherd, who gives us life that we might have it
more abundantly. While we await our return to attending Holy Mass, let us rely ever more on our
communion with the Holy Spirit, the communion of saints, and our communion with one another until
we can again experience the Lord in the precious gift of the Eucharist - our Holy Communion—his
Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity. Please join us daily for the live-streaming of Mass and the other
devotions on FACEBOOK.

LECTURAS DEL CUARTO DOMINGO DE PAScUA — 03 DE MAYO DEL 2020

Primera Lectura Hechos 2, 14a. 36-41

El dia de Pentecostés, se present6 Pedro, junto con
los Once, ante la multitud, y levantando la voz, dijo:
“Sepa todo Israel con absoluta certeza, que Dios ha
constituido Sefior y Mesias @ mismo Jesds, a quien
ustedes han crucificado”.

Estas palabras les |legaron a corazdn y preguntaron
a Pedro y a los demas apodstoles. “¢Qué tenemos que
hacer, hermanos?’ Pedro les contestd: “Arrepiéntanse y
bauticense en el nombre de Jesucristo para € perdédn de
sus pecados y recibiran e Espiritu Santo. Porque las
promesas de Dios valen para ustedes y para sus hijos y
también para todos los paganos que el Sefior, Dios
nuestro, quierallamar, aunque estén lgjos’.

Con éstas y otras muchas razones, los instaba y
exhortaba, diciéndoles: “Pdnganse a salvo de este mundo
corrompido”. Los que aceptaron sus paabras se
bautizaron, y aguel dia se les agregaron unas tres mil
personas.

READINGS FOR THE FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER — MAY 03, 2020

First Reading Acts 2, 14a. 36-41

Then Peter stood up with the Eleven, raised his voice,
and proclaimed: “Let the whole house of Israel know for
certain that God has made both Lord and Christ, this Jesus
whom you crucified.”

Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart,
and they asked Peter and the other apostles, “What are we
to do, my brothers?’ Peter said to them, “Repent and be
baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for
the forgiveness of your sins; and you will receive the gift
of the Holy Spirit.

For the promise is made to you and to your children
and to all those far off, whomever the Lord our God will
call.” He testified with many other arguments, and was
exhorting them, “Save yourselves from this corrupt
generation.” Those who accepted his message were
baptized, and about three thousand persons were added
that day.

Although Jesus used this figure of speech, the
Pharisees did not realize what he was trying to tell them.
S0 Jesus said again, “Amen, amen, | say to you, | am the
gate for the sheep. All who came before me are thieves
and robbers, but the sheep did not listen to them.

| am the gate. Whoever enters through me will be
saved, and will come in and go out and find pasture. A
thief comes only to stea and slaughter and destroy; |
came so that they might have life and have it more
abundantly.”
